John was a member of the Society of Recorder Players for many years, ancajleyeges of

recorders, he also held office several times, as a committee member, secretary and as the President
for the past three years.

Jom was for many years a classics teacher at Auckland Grammar and eventually changed courses
to develop computing skills in school administration. It was these skills which John used in various
singing groups in Auckland, interschool annual tennis champpsisfecretary to the RSCM and
brought together people for various choral activities within churches or on the concert stage.

Hi s teaching skills were used for many years
Zealand during summer and Malyair schools. While in England John earned his CHM diploma at
Addington Palace, this was after gaining his FRCO, in the late sixties. His work as a church organist
saw him Organist/ Choirmaster at St. Aidan’s R
Holy Trinity at Devonport to continue this tradition of service which included evensong once a

month. He organized weekly practices of the Nostalgia Choir under the ongoing leadership of Peter
Godfrey to present sung services of a high musical standtrel @athedral for some ten years.

These only ended last year.

John was member of the St. Mary’'s Cathedral C
Dorian Choir and took part in two very successful overseas tours to England and Europe in the
seventies. While directing the Oriana Consort John also sang with Musica Sacra. More recently he
has been instrument al i n supporting the estab
Banbury in organizing the #haneidgbemngtheChoi r’' s ac
establishment of the Dorian Choral Music Library at Holy Trinity Cathedral which is used by choirs
from all over New Zealand.

John also enjoyed playing the recorder and attended all SRPNZ recorder playing days and
weekends, turningis hand to which ever instrument was required of the group he was playing in.
He was a consummate chairman keeping us firmly on track while bringing his own knowledge and
experience to whatever topic was under discussion. We have been very fortunatecamecdto

have John as our President and he will be sadly missed by all who have played and worked with
him.
